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From the prefence ofIfaak, Abraham{enthis fonnesby Cetura
(whereof Midian was one) into the Eaft,Gen.25.6 From thence are
the Madianites, Tudg.6.3. And in the Eaft, Iob isthe greateft, Iob
1.3.He held the true worthip of God, as did Raguel and Iethro Ex.
18,11, afure teftimony of Abrahams care rowards his family, as the
Lord had fpoken,Gen.18.r9.His ftory and aflliétions are thought to
be before that Mofes penned the Law : otherwife ithad notbeene
lawfull for him to haue facrificed, Tob 1.5, In Egiptall had finned,
and were defiled with the Idols of that Land, Ezek.20.8, Then did
Satan accufe the earth of impicty, yetIob was iuft, and knew thar
his Redeemer lined ; and beleeued the Refurre@ion to life, Iob.rg,
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
